They perform 
 simple tests. They gather and record data. Discuss, make predic�ons and offer simple explana�ons

 We will iden�fy the features of different 
 types of farms:arable, livestock and dairy. 
 The children  will say what happens on a 
 farm in different seasons. The children will 
 compare urban and rural areas and be able 
 to name and use the 4 point compass 
 points.
